• Remember always t hat  God loves you and longs t o spend t ime wit h 
you.  Trus t  Him wit h every t hing.  Be j oyf ul and know t hat  He is near.  

• Pray about  and t hen discuss wit h t he ot her members  ways t o carry  out  
t he Rules. 

• Pray about  a minist ry  or serv ice pro j ect  you or your chapt er can t ake 
on. 

• At t end t he st udy sessions and do your homework.   Remember t he 
homework you' re  doing is t ime spent  wit h God.

Study One 

 
What  is a Chr ist ian? 

 
 
 A Chris t ian is a person on a j ourney wit h J esus.  This j ourney begins at  
Bapt ism where  God adopt s us as His childre n (Book of  Common Prayer  
p. 858).  I t  is also marke d by when we ask J esus int o our heart  and begin a 
personal re lat ionship wit h Him.  This re lat ionship is lived out  wit h love and 
t rust  in J esus as our pers onal Lord  and Savior.   Our Creeds, t he Apost le' s 
and Nicene Creed, st at e what  we believe as Chris t ians and as a church.  Take 
a moment  and read t he Nicene Creed slowly.  Think about  what  it  means t o 
you. 
 
All people are  on a j ourney of  one sort  or anot her,  but  Chris t ians knowingly 
t ravel t heirs  wit h Chris t .  No one is excluded f rom t he invit at ion t o t ravel 
along; all are  welcome.  We are  all called by God t o be His chosen people 
(look up I saiah 41:8-10 and 1 Pet er 2:9). 
 
We are  a divers e group.  We come in all colors , shapes, sizes, and ages.  No 
mat t er our st yle of  worship, or how f ar along we is in t his j ourney, we come 
t o know t he love t hat  J esus has f or us and every one.  Recall t he word s t o 
t he song, ÒWe are  one in t he Spirit ; we are  one in t he Lord Ó. 
 
We desir e t o f ollow Him on t his j ourney t o live our lives as J esus would want  
us t o.  We t alk t o Him in prayer,  we list en f or His voice t o guide us and 
comf ort  us, and we depend on Him every  day of  our lives.  We become aware  
t hat  t his j ourney we are  on wit h J esus is f ull of  wonder and grace.  The lif e 
long j ourney He calls us t o is more  t han learn ing cert ain t rut hs or closely 
f ollowing a set  of  rul es - it  is about  being in re lat ionship wit h Him.  I t  is 
about  believing in, learn ing about , serv ing and love J esus. We learn t hat  in 
f act  t his j ourney is J esus.

  What  is Spir it ual Gr owt h? 
 
What  do we mean by Spirit ual growt h?  Firs t , t he Spiri t  we are  growing int o 
is t he Holy Spirit  of  God.  J esus gave us t he Holy Spirit  t o be our Counselor 
f orever.   The Holy Spirit  is t he Spirit  of  Tr ut h.  He t eaches us t hings and 
reminds us of  t he t hings J esus said (J ohn 14:26).  Second, learn ing is a 
process, and so is Spirit ual growt h. 
 
 
When you have your Quiet  Time, look up t he f ollowing Scrip t ures and see 
how t hey describ e or r elat e t o Spiri t ual growt h.

 The Lord commands Moses to record the stages of their journey. 
 Provides a record of their spiritual growth/progress.

We can compare 
 spiritual growth to the slow certain growth of a plant.

 Our spiritual process depends on training.

Think of the Holy  
 Spirit as a coach; you have to listen, practice, obey and receive 
 instruction.

Pr ayer  
 
Prayer is an import ant  part  of  our Chris t ian lif e.  I t  helps us t o st rengt hen 
our re lat ionship wit h J esus.  We can pray by ourselves or in a group or in 
church.  As J unior Daught ers  of  t he King we are  asked t o make a promise 
t hat  we wil l pray every  day f or t he t hree specif ic t hings: 1) t he Spirit ual 
growt h of  her church; 2) t he spread of  Chr ist ' s kingdom especially among 
women and girl s and; 3) t he work of  t he Or der.   Take a moment  and re f lect  
on what  a promise is, what  prayer is, and why we need t o pray.  
 
Use t he f ollowing quest ions t o help you in t his process.  Again t here  are  no 
rig ht  of  wrong answers . 
 
 
1.     What  is a promise? 
 
  As a noun, it means an assurance that something will be done. 
  As a verb, it means to assure that something will be certainly  
  happen or be done; also to make a pledge to someone. 
   
2.     What  is prayer? 
   
  1. Communication with God, also connection and conversation. 
  2. An expression, especially of devotion or petition to God. 
  For further discussion:  Talk about the different types of prayer, 
  like music and hymns, prayer beads, and lecto divina.  
 
3.     Why is prayer so import ant ? 
 
  Brings us closer to Jesus. 
  For further discussion:  What do we say in our prayers? 
  Thankfulness, Forgiveness, Intercession, Petition, Adoration  
  
4.     As J unior Daught ers  we are  asked t o pray f or ot her people every  day.    
        Why do you t hink I nt erc essory  Prayer  is so import ant ? 
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When you have your Quiet  Time, look up t he  
f ollowing Scrip t ures and see how t hey re lat e t o prayer.

Who ar e t he Daught er s of  t he King? 

 
The Ord er of  t he Daught ers  of  t he King is an int ernat ional re ligious ord er 
f or women in t he Episcopal, Anglican, Roman Cat holic and Lut heran churches.  
I t s purpose is t o brin g ot hers  int o a living, loving re lat ionship wit h J esus, our 
Lord  and Savior,  and t o help st rengt hen t he spirit ual lif e of  our paris hes.  A 
J unior Chapt er is made up of  t hree or mor e bapt ized girl s.  A J unior Chapt er 
is under t he leader ship of  a Senior Daught er and has t he approval of  t he 
clergy.  J unior members  complet e a perio d of  st udy and make t he same 
promises of  prayer and serv ice f or t he ext ension of  Chris t Õs kingdom as 
Senior Daught ers  do. 
 
The f ollowing quest ions wil l help you t o learn more  about  t he J unior 
Daught ers .  They wil l also help you become f amil iar wit h your handbook.  Feel 
f ree t o use what ever ot her re sources you have t o answer t he quest ions.

Study Three 
 

            What  is t he Pr imar y Pur pose of  t he Or der ? 
 

The prim ary  purpose of  t he Ord er is one word , evangelism. The def init ion of  
evangelism adopt ed by t he Episcopal Church says t hat : ÒEvangelism is t he 
present at ion of  J esus Chris t  in t he power of  t he Holy Spirit  in such ways 
t hat  persons may be led t o believe in Him as Savior and f ollow Him as Lord  
wit hin t he f ellowship of  t he church.Ó  Evangelism comes f rom t he Greek 
word  meaning, Ót o proclaim Good NewsÓ.  There f ore  an evangelist  is a beare r 
of  Good News.  A Chris t ian evangelist  t ells t he best  news of  all Ð t hat  God 
loves us!  He loves us so much t hat  He sent  His only Son so t hat  whoever  
believes in Him wil l have et ernal lif e (J ohn 3:16).  I t  is a message of  hope 
and light  in a worl d t hat  can of t en seem hopeless and dark.   We can share  
t his message at  school, at  work,  in our communit ies and at  home.  Evangelism, 
sharin g t he Good News, is not  j ust  t he wor k of  a specif ic group of  people in 
t he church or of  t he clergy.  I t  is t he work of  t he ent ire  church and every  
member of  it .  I t  is t he promise we make in our Bapt ismal Covenant  (BCP p. 
305) and is reaf f irm ed at  our conf irm at ion.  To t he quest ion, ÒWil l you 
proclaim by word  and example t he Good News of  God in Chris t ?Ó we re spond, 
ÒI  wil l, wit h GodÕs helpÓ.  This st at ement  means we wil l share  in t he churchÕs 
mission of  brin ging t he Good News of  GodÕs love t o all t hose who have not  
yet  heard .  (Or need to hear it, see it or experience it again). 
 
Perh aps t he best  way t o t alk about  t he Good News of  J esus Chris t  wit h 
ot hers  is t o share  your own experie nce and knowledge of  God.  Sharin g t he 
Chris t ian st ory  may be dif f icult  f or some, but  sharin g t he Good News as we 
have experie nced it  is a way t o reach out  and t ell ot hers  our personal 
experie nce of  GodÕs love.  I t  can be a lit t le scary  t o share  wit h ot hers  
because we ris k being re j ect ed or making a mist ake. But  donÕt worry  because 
God can t ake care  of  t hat .  He wil l bless our ef f ort s, all He asks is t hat  we 
t ry .   Remember even our Lord  met  many whose heart s, minds and ears  were  
closed t o t he Good News of  GodÕs love.      
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Sharin g t he Good News t hrough word  or act ion should become t he main 
f ocus f or each of  us in our daily lives.  I f  we cannot  love our neighbor whom 
we see every  day, how can we love our neighbor who is f ar away?  The call t o 
be evangelist s ext ends t o every  race, language, people and nat ion.   Even if  
we canÕt go t o f ar away places t o share  t he Good News personally, we can 
pray f or missionarie s and t he people t hey are  t ry ing t o reach.  When we pray 
as Daught ers  of  t he King f or t he spread of  Chris t Õs kingdom, we are  praying 
t hat  every one would come t o know J esus as t heir Lord  and Savior.  
 
God may ask you t o serve Him in a specif ic area of  t he church or t he 
communit y.  You may go on a mission sponsored by your church or t he Ord er.   
But  what ever minist ry  you do, reaching out  t o ot hers  provides a way t o live 
out  our love f or J esus by spreading His Good News of  love and salvat ion f or 
all people.   
 
To paraphrase Rosalind Rinker f rom her book, Sharin g GodÕs Love: 
  

Our responsibil it y is t o be guided by t he Holy Spirit  as we seek t o 
share  GodÕs love. 

  
GodÕs re sponsibil it y is t o st rengt hen us f or  His ser vice. 

 
Our responsibil it y is t o believe t hat  in J esus Chris t  we have t he 
answer all people seek.  

  
 GodÕs re sponsibil it y is t o lead t he person t o J esus. 
 
 Our responsibil it y is t o prepare  ourselves t o share  GodÕs love. 
 

GodÕs re sponsibil it y is t o prepare  t he heart s of  t hose wit h whom He 
leads us t o share  J esus. 
 
Our responsibil it y is t o t ake t he ris k, t o be wil ling t o f ail  in t ry ing t o 
share  GodÕs love. 
 
GodÕs re sponsibil it y is t o redeem our honest  mist akes.

1. What  are  some of  t he def init ions of  evangelism? 
 To present Jesus Christ in such a way as to bring another person to 
 accept Him as their Lord and Savior; to tell other people who Jesus is. 
 
 
2. Have you, t hrough word  or act ion, ever evangelized t o someone? 
 Share St. Francis’ quote “Preach the Gospel always, if necessary use 
 words”. 
 
 
3. What  are  your honest  f eelings about  being called t o be an evangelist ? 
 Can range from scary to excited to intimidated 
 
 
4. Do you see a connection between Matthew 28:18-20 (The Great 

Commission) and the primary mission of the Order?  How do they 
connect? 

 Jesus himself tells us to evangelize, which is the primary objective of 
 the Order 
 
 
5. How can our serv ice t o ot hers  share  t he Good News of  J esus?
